m Separation layers, sinter layers, and
other similar contamination should be
removed through appropriate meas-
ures, such as sanding, brushing, abras-
ive blast cleaning, milling or thorough
cleaning.

Old, loose and weak levelling layers

should be removed mechanically.

m Separate SCHONOX HS 50 from the ver-

tical surfaces by installing the deform-

ation tape SCHONOX RS 50.

Recommended method

of working

m The ideal working temperature is 15 °C
floor temperature, 18 °C air temperat-
ure, < 65% relative humidity.

Using a clean receptacle, add SCHONOX
HS 50 to cold clean water to form a ho-
mogeneous mixture. Use of a disc stir-
ring rod or a pump like Using a clean re-
ceptacle, add SCHONOX HS 50 to cold
clean water to form a homogeneous
mixture. Use of a disc stirring rod or a
pump like inotec, Putzmeister, Wagner,
PFT or other suitable pumps, is recom-
mended. In case of interruption of work
pump and hoses necessarily should be
cleaned immediately

Spread SCHONOX HS 50 using a suit-
able tool (surface blade, trowel) and as
needed ventilate using a spike roller.
Edge and movement joints should be
taken over.

In the case of higher layer-thickness,
contact with vertical structures should
be avoided by putting in an perimeter
isolating strip.

Carry out preparatory work - such as
filling joints, evening out hollows and
unevenness - using the sturdy repair
mortar SCHONOX RM or SCHONOX RR.
Readiness for covering must be guaran-
teed by testing residual moisture with
CM-apparatus. The sampling takes
place over the whole cross section. Ori-
ginal sample weight 50 g. Shake the
sample for 1 minute and read off the fi-
nal value after further 4 minutes.

If a second layer of levelling compound
is to be applied, the first levelling com-
pound layer should be primed with
SCHONOX VD (1:1) or SCHONOX KH FIX
when dry. The maximum layer thick-
ness may not be exceeded in case of
two-layer application. The second layer
may not exceed the layer thickness of
the first.

Protect curing SCHONOX HS 50 level-
ing layers from high ambient temperat-
ures, direct sunlight and draughts.

m If grinding of SCHONOX HS 50 is neces-
sary use a paper or net with grit-size =
80.

m Contact to metal like water-bearing
pipes must be avoided (e.g. sealing of
pipe penetrations), because especially
galvanised steel pipes have no suffi-
cient corrosion protection.
